Important Areas of Work:
The main area of work for me has been in the scheduling of all the events for the upcoming year which I plan to host or help host. I’ve attended Experience the World project management teams and we have discussed all the best options and how to best spend our budget for ETW.
I have been collaborating with Nicholas Bosworth and his Societies Federation committee into the organisation of the international Christmas party/Societies Showcase. This will be the first big social event for ETW for international students so we will need to work on promotion to make sure they understand it is their event too.
I have met with Tom Parry, the current AIR (Affiliates, Internationals, and Returners) representative of The Holt. This meeting was about potentially setting up a future AIR committee analogous to that of the committee of social secretaries and committee of treasurers. There has also been a lot of follow-up communication between me and Tom, as well as from Rebecca Bridger and David Tingle who were also involved in the discussions of Tom’s plans.
I have met with my Loughborough College buddy, Martin Killeen, in a lengthy discussion about the college, its background, how we can get it involved, as well as future communication between ETW and the college (such as promotions etc.). As a result, I now understand how we can appeal more towards college students, particularly by hosting events that do not possess any minimum age requirements.
I have had a very productive meeting with a Vladimir Vancea about his idea to set up an international students association. Instead of simply saying ‘no’ this won’t be carried out – we had a lengthy discussion about ideas to employ, mainly socials and other gathering events. There has been a lot of correspondence with him after our initial meeting and I have had a lot of discussions with Nicholas Bosworth.
After much consideration I have decided to offer Vladimir Vancea the final position available on my Global Development Committee. This will thus relieve me of my duties as caretaker Erasmus Chair – as he has now accepted the position. We will talk soon about getting him trained and I will induct him into the GDC, and brief him about how he can run the Erasmus committee.
Other Areas of Working Spawning From New Executive Responsibilities:
I have read and responded to many emails over the last two weeks. One perhaps most notably from a troubled French student in which they wanted to meet more English students so they could learn and practice improving their English. I pointed them towards the LSU Action Language Support Scheme group (an initiative currently on Facebook). I have since seen some activity from this individual on the Facebook group so I know I have successfully helped them.
I have attended union council as per usual which saps a good two hours every fortnight from my schedule. This is absorbed into the ‘ten hour per week expectation’.
I have hosted another GDC meeting with interactive discussions about hosting events throughout the year.

· Organise some kind of sports event for the end of this term (or at least have looked into the possibilities – only to find it cannot be done).
