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LSU Data Protection Act
Information for Clubs & Societies and Associations

The Data Protection Act 1998
LSU is committed to protecting the rights and privacy of individuals in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998. This includes all members of LSU Clubs & Societies and Associations. 

The Data Protection Act states that we should keep all personal data (like names, addresses, emails and phone numbers) private and not allow them to fall into the wrong hands or be used incorrectly. LSU has a policy on this, which we strictly adhere to. We are also required to notify the government about how we keep data and what we use it for.
If you take members’ data home and keep it on your own computers or in your own address books without adequate security, and someone gets hold of it, LSU will not be able to protect you from prosecution. 
Under the Act, individuals, as well as institutions, can be prosecuted for the unlawful release of data. For this reason, you are strongly recommended to only use the LSU system for storing your members’ data, and not your own home PC or address books.
