1. Sports Action
Met with Cathy Rooney and Nick Wilkinson from the Sports Development Centre along with Gareth Sandford (Sports Action Coordinator) and agreed two new sports action projects – a walking programme and a jogging programme, both taking place in the local community.
 
2. Disability Awareness Day Working Group
