· Future timeline – there has been a project management board set up (chaired by Caroline Walker) that will be reporting to the next Senate (March) with updates and eventually to the June Senate
· It is a consultancy body so students WILL be consulted.

ACTION – CP to keep prompting CW to ensure that students are consulted on.

Sport: Stadium
· Discussed the possibility of a stadium again and Neil suggested this could have more clout if it was pushed through Ron Gray.
