The objective for the Union in future years will be to find an alternative campus venue to allow the full fresher’s event to take place without undue disturbance for the local community.  

Rob Hulme, President of Loughborough Students’ Union emphasises:  “We want to find a way of ensuring that all freshers can participate in an integral part of the Loughborough Experience without a detrimental impact on our neighbours.”

Shuttle Buses
· Will be taking place on the 24th and 29th.

· Union will be providing transport from the Students’ Union into various locations in town to prevent noise complaints on Ashby road.

· This will be marshalled by security to ensure it runs smoothly. 

SSHH Campaign

· During fresher’s week Executive officers, along with security, will be placed at various locations on Ashby Road and Epinal Way to encourage students to be quiet when travelling home.

· We will also be situated in the Kingfisher area this year.

· There will be Executive presence on the key nights for noise. i.e. Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday (Week commencing 28th)

Street Marshalls

· On the 24th and 29th the Union will be supplying street marshalls who will be patrolling key areas of interest.

· They will be trained in conflict management and will take a more ‘observation’ role collecting information on noise complaints, disturbances etc.

· This will also be comprised of Union Executive team and the University Executive management group.

Meet the Neighbours

· Running from 5th October till 9th October, we will be actively encouraging students to meet their neighbours.

· A week long campaign to promote community/ student relations. The idea is that if you know who your neighbours are then you should be less inclined to make noise etc. It is hoped that individuals can build a rapport with their neighbours, provide aid to those who need it and even make friends.
