A BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO LSU

Loughborough Students' Union exists to look after the needs and interests of all the students in Loughborough.  It has over 12,000 members drawn from the University, Loughborough College and Royal National Institute for the Blind Vocational College. 

The Union ensures that students have their say in the running of the University and the Colleges and in other issues that affect them.  It is also the place that students go when they need help or advice.  The Union provides hundreds of students with opportunities to gain new experiences, which complete the education that they receive in the classroom.  These opportunities might be in the field of sport, the arts, organising a fund raising trip or helping with work within the community.  The possibilities are endless. 

In addition the Union also operates important commercial services for its members.  These services include licensed bars, catering outlets, entertainment and shops.  In total the Union's commercial turnover is over £4M per year. 

The Union's main base is a large purpose-built building, which was opened in 1978 and which has recently undergone a major extension.  This building also houses a number of other services useful to students which the Union franchises to specialist companies.  These include an academic book shop, banks, a travel agent, hairdresser and optician. 

The Union is a democratic organisation whose affairs are directed by an elected Executive.  Nine of these people work full time for the Union, taking a year off from their studies in order to do so.  There are also six non-sabbatical positions.  The Executive is accountable to the student body through a sophisticated democratic structure. 

To assist the Executive in the management of many aspects of the Union's work they employ over one hundred permanent staff.  The Union's General Manager manages all the staff and takes instructions from the Executive.  Most departments have a Department Manager who will report to the General Manager.
