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UNION COLLECTIONS

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COLLECTORS

When collecting on behalf of Loughborough Students’ Rag in the Students’ Union Building, collectors are, individually and collectively, representatives of both Loughborough Students’ Rag and the Students Union. Therefore, they should at all times adopt an attitude that portrays a positive image of L S Rag and the charitable fundraising work undertaken by the organisation. 

Therefore, a few points should be observed when collecting for a charitable cause in the Union

1. Collectors should not drink alcohol whilst collecting, as this portrays a bad image and suggests irresponsibility with fundraised money. 

2. Collectors should not harass customers of the Union, as this too portrays a negative image and is irritating: people will give if they want to. 

3. Collectors should only be positioned in the area in front of the Union Shop. If a collection is made on entry and then repeated around the building, people will have been asked twice to donate. Collectors should not obstruct any entrance or block the till areas.  They should also not obstruct any Union Event Staff.

4. No more than three people should collect at any one time, as this can cause over crowding. 

5. All monies donated must be returned at the end of the night to the Assistant Venue Manager, who will transfer the money to the Rag Office. 

6. The bucket seals must not be broken. 

7. In the case of a fire, buckets should be handed over to an Assistant Venue Manager, who will lock it away. Collectors should then assemble in the Students’ Union Car Parking bay 3, along with other Union staff. 

Loughborough Students’ Ents reserve the right to stop a collection and confiscate buckets if any of the above points are disregarded. Failure to abide by points 6 and 7 may result in the collector being subject to disciplinary procedures.
