Societies AWARDS 2011/12
OBJECTIVES

· To raise the profile of Union Societies to increase student involvement
· To encourage societies to develop 

· To encourage societies to tell outsiders what they are doing

· To foster great awareness between societies of what they are doing

· To formally acknowledge the achievements of societies at a presentation ceremony

BASIC CRITERIA
1. The awards are open to all Societies and relate to the term of office of the committee 2011/2012 
2. The Judging Panel will consist of a mix of students, and possibly sponsors.
3. In addition the Societies Federation President & Administrator are on hand to provide additional background if required, but again they have no voting rights.
4. If a Society wishes to put itself forward for an award its committee must:

i) Provide full written and any other evidence as required in the award criteria, to support its claim by the given deadline.

ii) Be prepared to make a short presentation to the Judging Panel

iii) Inform its membership that it is going for the award before submitting its claim, and ensure the members support the initiative.
iv) Ensure that entering for the award is in harmony with its code of practice.
v) Ensure that entering will involve as many members as possible - it is an award for the society, not for the committee.
vi) No society can take part if they breach Union policy, constitutions etc., in particular with regard to equal opportunities.
5. Anyone may nominate a society for an award but if they are not a member of that Club they must either seek the agreement and support of the society or be able to provide full written and any other evidence to support their nomination.

6. No-one can lobby individual members of the judging panel in favour of or against any nominated society.  If anyone does so, and is found to be a             member of a Union Society, that society will be automatically excluded from any consideration for awards, and they may not nominate anyone from their Society to receive the individual awards. 

7. In all cases, the Judges' decision is final with no right of appeal against their decision.

WHEN JUDGING, THE PANEL….

· Will declare any interest / membership in any of the societies nominated.  If there is any such interest, the panellist must not take part in any of the discussions regarding that particular society, and may not vote for or against them.

· Must always take into account the society’s constitution, aims and objectives, Mission Statement etc., particularly with regard to equal opportunities.
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
