	Hazards

Look for hazards which you could reasonably expect to result in significant harm, e.g. 

Manual handling tasks/Storage and stacking

Falling objects

Worn or damaged equipment

Electricity e.g. poor wiring/lighting

Positioning/space/confined work areas

	Existing Controls of the Risk

	Further Steps Required to Control the Risk
What more can be reasonably done for those risks which are not already adequately controlled? 

Apply the following principles, in order:

Remove the risk completely

Try a less risky option

Prevent access to the hazard

Organise work to limit exposure to the hazard

Issue protective clothing/equipment

Provide welfare facilities e.g. door locks, first aid
List further steps taken to control risks which are not adequately controlled. Consider what is reasonably practicable in the situation.

	Personal injury due to heavy lifting 

	
	Staff must use equipment provided to move barrels.  If lifting heavy stock, additional staff must assist in the lifting. Avoid wherever possible the double stacking of barrels, to prevent unnecessary lifting.  


	

	Falling canisters or barrels resulting in minor injury

	
	Instructions for changing of barrels and gas cylinders clearly visible and training mandatory.  Only trained Staff members to perform these tasks.


	

	Risk of injury due to threat of explosion as a result of significant pressure contained within barrels and gas bottles 


	
	All gas bottles are to be retained or locked in secured areas when not in constant use.  Appropriate shut off valves must be used where necessary.  All gas canisters are fitted with a rubber seal and should be stored horizontally, away from heat sources, when empty.


	

	Risk to safety due to possibility of gas leak in enclosed area.

e.g. CO2 leaking if canister not connected properly.
	
	CO2 detectors in place in cellar with warning lights when leaking
