4. Minutes from this week’s meeting:
· Active Sport
· Rich and Dawn came to talk about a new recreational Sports Programme, starting in February, called Active Sport. At the moment, at Loughborough Sport it goes AU Clubs -> IMS -> Now Active Sport. This is for students who still want to take part in Sport but are not getting involved at the moment. Trying to be creative – rock up to car parks (can play football) , Dining Halls in the evening (can play Volleyball). More facilities are being built – in February new Multi-Sports facility, will be adaptable to different Sports. Aim is SOCIABLE! Wifi, music, etc, can hang out with your friends and play some sport. There is no commitment to turn up every week, something will be on for anyone to turn up to – is free!!! 
· Will launch in Healthy Living Week with around 5 to 6 Sports available at a time. These Sports will change every 6 weeks.  
· Want to increase participation in Sport at Loughborough to 75% over the next 3 years, at the moment it is 57%. 
· ‘Rec Secs’ will run/market the activities available. They have links with the National Governing Bodies in Sports Park. Want to target TSF (Town Student Federation), Halls and Departments to help promote – your SIOs or Sport Secs. Ideally want to find out a block of time when your whole department is free and then fill that space with Sport – rather than students going home for a few hours between lectures. Want help targeting students. Also want feedback when it starts – what works/doesn’t.
· General agreement that it was a good idea! Therefore Rich/Dawn will be in touch in January to get yours and your SIOs contact details to help promote the scheme.
· Reporting 
· Business: Looking at different things to do after Christmas – Stash and socials
· Info Science: Arranging social of a quiz and stash. Had 2 meetings. 
· Maths: Set up Christmas Social (1st one is nearly 2 years!) – however postponed due to hall common rooms being left too messy from other socials. Stash being organised – general consensus is want polo’s rather than hoodies. Trying to organise Maths/Physics ball in time for Easter. 
· PHIR: Christmas social last week with 150 people!!! Looking at Stash and set up a CB workshop with the Careers Centre. Finding it difficult to get sponsorship. Looking into Buddy Scheme.
· Physics: Stash sale. Looking at personalised stash for after Easter. Planning Ball with Maths. Have sponsorship from the Institute of Physics so organising trips as they pay for them. Social after exams. 
· Social Sciences: Stash – waiting for ASAP with the designs. Social last week – next one after exams. Lecturers have funding to refurbish the common room, so giving feedback on what students want. Booksale after exams – to give 2nd/3rd years books to 1st years at a cheaper price than online. (If anyone needs any help with organising a Booksale, let TD know!). Looking into a mentoring system – with big groups of students for group study and have different years there for help. 
· Schools of the Arts: Have co-opted everyone on so now have a full committee! Want to improve socials so planning for the rest of the year. Got funding from the Dean of the School to produce small magazines to give students a voice in the department – has introduction, adverts, and articles written by students. Once a month and is free to students in SofAs!
· SSEHS: Stash is sorted and ready to go online in January. Been working on getting out of debt – due to a technical error on the e-shop. Committee handover social and have now filled all 11 positions. Planning social for after refreshers and summer ball. Looking at Sponsorship for summer stash sale. Planning intra-department Sports day next year. 
· Wolfson: Meeting once a week. Sorting profiles to go on notice boards. Pub Quiz. Looking to team up with English and Drama for socials. Stash – did an online quiz with over 100 responses to find out what students want – Wanted hoodies and Polo’s, personalised and different colours. Looking at sponsors. 
· PostGrads
· JS wanted feedback on what kind of support PostGrads want/need as most committees have a PostGrad rep. 
· PHIR struggled to get a Post Grad – no one wanted to do it. 
· Civil – Post Grads want their own socials and want stash that they will actually use – i.e. Polo’s and Ties. 
· Chemistry – most are happy to join in with socials, but also like being in their own community. 
· Geography – keep themselves to themselves – hard because of the age gap and hard to reach them as PHD/Masters students don’t really know each other. Are PostGrad socials every 2 weeks. Could be idea to get Post Grads to elect the PostGrad Rep. 
· Chairs could go into lectures/labs to talk to them and see what PostGrads want. 
· Event 
· AS suggested a department event – like SOCfed have their own Showcase and Action and Rag do events. 
· Suggests were something like Miss Lufbra Uni/Lufbras Got Talent – where each department can hold auditions and submit one for a big Final in Room 1. Could get LSUTV/Label/LCR involved. 
· Generally thought it was a good idea but need a better idea – maybe think and discuss on Facebook group over Christmas. 
· Ideas suggested were University Challenge or a Pub Quiz. Will discuss next meeting.
