· Programme Rep Conference:
· Really good, although not the numbers hoped for was a really proactive and interesting session with some great ideas brought to the table.

· Haslegrave – Item brought up by Dave (CompSci):
· The demand on Haslegrave since it has been redone has meant that students from Comp Sci have been unable to gain access to the computers when they need to. There is certain software that is only available on those computers and he has received over 40 complaints from students in just one week! They would like to propose that Haslegrave be closed off to only comp sci students between 6 and 8pm every day and the rest of the time on 35% be available to other students…
